Those not able to venture out on the river are still able to join in the festivities at the
RiverQuarium, including food, music and RiverQuarium admission from 3:30-6:30 p.m. Prices
for Flint RiverQuarium members are $8 per adult and $5 per child. Non-member prices are $12
per adult and $6 per child.
