The RiverQuarium’s special guest will be Bill 

McLean of Moultrie, GA.  A certified DNR alligator trapper for more than 30 years, McLean will 

present two 20-30 minute programs at 6 p.m. and 7 p.m. He will discuss his adventures as a 

trapper, as well as facts about alligators. Visitors will be able to view his extensive display of 

alligator items, including skulls and hides, and interact with a small alligator. 

 

The film currently showing at the Imagination Theater is Sea Monsters: A Prehistoric Adventure. 

Through ultra-realistic computer animation the movie travels back to the Late Cretaceous, when 

the sea was dominated by giant marine reptiles, some as large as present-day whales. Show times 

are 6 p.m. and 7 p.m.
